Does the internship provide any of the following:  housing, a housing allowance, or a housing stipend; a relocation allowance or stipend; moving expenses?  If you cannot tell, state this.

Is the internship available as co-operative experience?  If you cannot tell, state this.

Using your knowledge of Truman's computer science curriculum and your four-year plan, determine when (the semester and year) you will have the minimum qualifications for this internship. 
Evaluation:

· 3 points: All requested information submitted in the required form.  Submission is neat and tidy.

· 2 points: Submission has minor errors or omissions, or submission is not neat and tidy, or submission does not conform to instructions.

· 1 point: Submission has a single major error or omission.

· 0 points: Submission has multiple major errors and/or omissions
