Homework 4 - Preconditions

Go to the Java 8 API at docs.oracle.com/javase/8/docs/api.  Find the page for the String class, and use the information on that page to determine the preconditions of each method listed below.
Once you have identified the preconditions for each method, write one assert statement for each precondition that could be used at the beginning of the method to enforce the precondition.  Use the optional argument of the assert to clearly describe the error detected, should the assertion fail.  If the method has no preconditions, state this.
Remember that preconditions must be Boolean expressions and should reference only 
· the method's formal parameters, 
· other public methods of the class,
· public constants of the class, and
· the object invoking the method (if the method is a class method)

If you are not sure exactly how a method might work under certain conditions, you should write a small program to test the method.
1. String (char[] value)
2. String (char[] value, int offset, int count)
3. charAt (int index)
4. indexOf (String str)
5. isEmpty()
6. getChars (int srcBegin, int srcEnd, 
char[] dst, int dstBegin)
